Thank you for your e-mail about the allocation of school places for children from the Horsleys.

This is of course a matter for Surrey County Council and Guildford Borough Council is not involved, though your Borough Councillors share your concern and support your efforts to change the allocations.  Bill Barker (b.barker@surreycc.gov.uk ), County Councillor for the Horsleys, was present at the Action Group meeting last Sunday evening and raised the matter at full Council at County Hall on Tuesday.  He is doing his best to impress on County Councillors and officers the strength of feeling in the Horsleys about the unfairness and illogicality with which these decisions have been made.  

I would also suggest you contact David Davis, Chairman of the County Council  (d.davis@surreycc.gov.uk) who is a resident of West Horsley although he represents the adjoining SCC division of Shere: it  is worth seeking his help as well.  You might also like to contact Andrew Crisp, Lead Councillor for Children’s services which includes education.

It is excellent that an Action Group has been set up, but whatever else is being done it is clearly essential that all parents involved should submit appeals promptly against the allocation.
