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I have lived in West Horsley for almost thirteen years. During that time, I 
have seen our two sons go happily through the Raleigh School and on with 
their peers to the Howard Of Effingham Secondary School. I have been a 
teacher at the Raleigh for nine years, since the birth of our daughter.
I have witnessed the upset caused over the last few days both to the pupils 
at our Primary School and their families, following the un-precedented 
selection procedure that appears to have taken place. Many of the people 
who work at our school have attended the Howard of Effingham School, in some 
cases for the past three generations.
We are a close-knit community where friends and neighbours support one 
another. As I walk to my work each morning, I watch former pupils walk 
together to the bus stop on East Lane to await the School Bus. I cannot 
envisage a scene in September where some will go one way, while others make 
their way (somehow!) to a School much further away.
I sincerely hope that for the future of our Community, and, on a personal 
level, our daughter's future, there may be the possibility of finding a 
solution.
