 Thank you for your email this morning.  I hope the following responses 

 are helpful.

 a)  the admissions criteria we used to allocate places at The Howard 

 of Effingham School are included in the Information on School 

 Admissions and Transfers booklet that you received last autumn.

 However I am also putting a copy of the relevant pages in the post to 

 you today.

 b)  the published admission number for September 2007 is 240, and the 

 places were allocated as follows:

 Exceptional arrangements - 5

 Siblings - 124

 Children for whom the school is the nearest to their home - 111.

 c)  the distance from the school of the last child allocated a place 

 is

 3.867 km.

 d)  the published admission number has always been 240, but in 

 previous years (when we operated the admission priority area system) 

 we often offered more places than the number published and the figures 

 are as

 follows:

 2006 - 262 places offered

 2005 - 254 places offered

 2004 - 271 places offered

 2003 - 260 places offered

 2002 - 261 places offered.

 Each year the places were offered on the understanding that the number 

 would drop back, and the latest numbers on roll provided by the school 

 confirm this:

 Year 7 (pupils started in Sept 2006) - 240 Year 8 (pupils stared in 

 Sept 2005) - 247 Year 9 (pupils started in Sept 2004) - 244 Year 10 

 (pupils started in Sept 2003) - 245 Year 11 (pupils started in Sept

 2002) - 240

 Finally, as we have offered just the published admission number of 240 

 places this year, it is of course more likely that we will be able to 

 offer places from the waiting list if numbers drop back as they have 

 done in previous years.
