Notes from meeting in Dorking Friday 9th March with Sir Paul Beresford MP
John Piears/Sarah Judd/Karen Waterman attended

We explained that we represented the Keep Horsley in the Howard Action Group and gave him the background to the situation.  We went through the issues to make sure he understood our points.

He was supportive and then he went through what he’d done already.

· He has been in conversation with Bill Barker and members of the executive of SCC and asked for an explanation of how this has arisen.

· He is waiting for that explanation.

He then explained what he could do.

· He would work with Bill Barker to help him.

· He would approach the LEA Executive if we provide him with a brief.  He feels Nick Skellet is the most senior point of influence.

· Once he has got the information he would ask if there is any way to get the people of Horsley in.

· If SCC decide to try and help find a solution he will work with them to that end.

· He will approach the Education Minister with a view that these rules shouldn’t be compulsory next year and to introduce a degree of flexibility to recognise there are exceptions.

Therefore we need to provide him with a brief.

He will provide advice as to what we should do as individuals which is to obtain legal advice and appoint a solicitor to help with the appeals.
He said we should focus on how it will adversely affect our child’s education if they did not go to the Howard.
